We have faced trial after trial during the process of having 

our own building, including during construction. Our faith 

has been tested. We have persevered through roof issues, 

little to no sleep, and approvals to use the building.  

My favorite part of the passage is ñwhen you ask, you must 

believe and not doubtò. Because after going though 

everything we have gone through, We believe that our God 

can get us through anything!
